Snack & Lunch Program: 

●​ Apple program continues to run well. 
●​ Other snack options discussed (granola bars, etc.) but concerns remain around fairness 

and disruption. 
●​ Decision: Keep apple program as is for now. 

ESNS / Pizza Program: 



●​ Pizza remains popular (35 pizzas on first day). 
●​ Payments arrive with delay; profits expected in coming months. 
●​ Popcorn Day: Oct 17th (arriving Oct 14th). 
●​ Ice Cream Sandwiches: Returning in spring. 

Fall Fundraiser – Read-a-thon (Oct 20–31) 

●​ Book swap canceled due to limited volunteers. 
●​ Partnering with community sponsors (Words Worth, J&J’s, It’s All Wild). 
●​ Program Details: 

○​ Paper tracking sheets with caregiver sign-off and QR code for donations. 
○​ Reading BINGO grid (3x3) with challenges and prizes. 
○​ Students can win based on minutes read, not just donations. 
○​ Monetary donations due Oct 31st. 

●​ Prizes: 
○​ Motion passed for up to $100 from council budget for younger student prizes 

(e.g., Play-Doh, Crayola). 
○​ Emily L donated $50 personally. 
○​ Potential use of Scholastic credits for additional prizes. 
○​ Top reader per grade may select a Scholastic prize.

○​ Colouring pages distributed to promote excitement. 

●​ Education Week (May): Plans include Robert Munsch Day, police visit, hockey players, 
and community engagement activities.
